The big news this month is that AAN has a logo (see attachment). Designed (pro bono) by AAN Committee member Cornel Robinson, the logo represents connection. Here's what Cornel has to say about it: 

This design was the first of many which went on to be submitted to the committee, but initially wasn't even in the running, but I guess time and practical issues changes things.
The idea behind the designs was to combine the feeling and cultural visual stylings of Australia and Afro cultures, whilst incorporating elements which symbolized a union and /or connection. As the Australian-African Network is referred to as AAN, I felt that a text based design, along with colours strong in both cultures and design styling, evolved from indigenous and African art with a progressive feel was the way to go. The watermark element grew from an African design blended with Aboriginal 'dots'.
With all that done I feel that the design is strong, easy to recognise, fresh and blends the Australian-African connection in a simple way. Hope you like it.
